(say	YES	to)	is	that	He	has	forgiven	me.	 	“If	we	confess	our	sins,	
he	 is	 faithful	 and	 just	 to	 forgive	 us	 our	 sins,	 and	 to	 cleanse	 us	
from	all	unrighteousness.”	(1	John	1:9;	3:20;	Romans	8:31)


5.	 Once	I	have	been	‘justified’	(declared	righteous),	the	next	step	is	
being	 ‘sanctified’	 (or	 being	 made	 righteous).	 	 Jesus	 said	 this	
happens	 through	 the	 embraced	 truths	 of	His	word.	 	 Therefore,	
we	 are	 to	 say	 YES	 to	 the	 truths	 in	 the	 Bible	 as	we	 learn	 them.		
(John	17:1710;	John	5:39;	1	Peter	1:23;	2	Peter	3:18)


6.	 True	belief	is	not	just	something	we	give	a	mental	assent	to,	it	is	
also	 something	we	 do.	 	 (Matthew	 7:21;	 19:2115;	 John	 14:15;	Mark	
16:1624;		James	2:18,	19;	Hebrews	11:7)


7.	 It	 is	 our	 committed	 and	 growing	 relationship	 with	 Jesus	 that	
gives	us	the	power	to	obey	Him.
