4:82;	Jeremiah	31:33)


2.	 Some	Christians	 believe	 that	 Jesus	 did	 away	with	 the	 law.	 	 But	
Jesus	said	just	the	opposite.	 	He	said,	“Think	not	that	I	am	come	
to	destroy	the	law,	or	the	prophets:	I	am	not	come	to	destroy,	but	
to	fulfil.”		(Matthew	5:174;	3:15;	John	15:1013)


3.	 By	His	Holy	Spirit,	 it	 is	also	God’s	 intention	that	“the	righteous-
ness	of	 the	 law	might	be	 fulfilled	 in	us,	who	walk	not	 after	 the	
flesh,	but	after	the	Spirit.”		(Romans	8:35)


4.	 Jesus	told	the	lawyer	that	the	two	greatest	commandments	in	the	
law	 are:	 1)	 “Love	 the	 Lord	 thy	 God	with	 all	 thy	 heart,”	 and	 2)	
“love	thy	neighbor	as	thyself.”		For	“on	these	two	commandments	
hang	 all	 the	 law	 and	 the	 prophets”	 (Matthew	 22:36-409,	 10,	 11,	 12).		
Here	Jesus	reveals	that	the	reason	for	God’s	law	is	love.	 	To	dis-
miss	God’s	law	is	to	dismiss	His	love	that	inspired	it.		


5.	 The	 “book	of	 the	 law”	 concerning	 sacrifices,	which	was	written	
by	Moses,	was	to	be	a	“witness	against”	the	people	until	the	real	
Lamb	 of	 God	 (Jesus)	 would	 die	 and	 take	 it	 out	 of	 the	 way.	
(Deuteronomy	 31:2418,	 2619;	 Colossians	 2:1417;	 Hebrews	 10:18-20,	 1;		
9:9,	10)


6.	 Apparently	 God’s	 Ten	 Commandment	 law	 was	 not	 done	 away	
with,	because	in	the	book	of	Revelation	God’s	last	day	followers	
are	described	as	 those	“which	keep	the	commandments	of	God,	
and	have	the	testimony	of	Jesus	Christ.”		(Revelation	12:1716)
